Coaching

Jeremy Weiss grew up in To-
ronto, Canada where he was 
introduced to hockey at a 
young age. 

After winning the “AAA” Ontario Champi-
onships, he moved to Utah in 9th grade 
and became the All-time Leader in Career 
Goals, and Total Points in Utah High School 
Hockey. As team MVP and leading scorer, 
he led Timpanogos High School to a State 
Championship and also won two League 
MVP awards. 

During this time he played four years of Jr. 
“B” hockey before moving back to Toronto 
to play two years of Jr. "A" hockey in the 
Ontario Provincial Junior Hockey League.

Coach Weiss forfeited his last year of Jr. 
Hockey eligibility in order to serve a full-
time mission in Brazil for the LDS church.

In 2004-05, he played collegiate hockey for 
the BYU IceCats and was the team’s MVP 
and leading scorer, finishing 9th in the na-
tion in points (ACHA DII). He was also hon-
ored as Regional All-Star, and All-American 
Student Athlete.

Program Overview 

Hockey skills must continually be devel-
oped and refined throughout the course of 
a season. Our Winter Camp consists of 4 
one-hour training sessions. 

This format provides a “mid-season check-
point” that will help to reinforce both indi-
vidual and team skills.

Class size will be limited to no more 
than 30 players to ensure individual at-
tention is provided.
